Duh Bears have three
new starters on the offensive
line, including multi-pro
bowler Orlando Pace at left
tackle.

are won or lost in the
trenches, and how the re-
vamped Bears offensive line
handles the Packer defensive
front will be a major factor in
this initial contest.
The defensive front
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must get to the quarterback.
Cutler will kill any defense if
allowed to sit back in the
pocket and find targets, but
who will he throw to? Devin
Hester is the “number one”
receiver in this offense, al-
though they have yet to see
him emerge as a true
threat. With the other
starter, Earl Bennett, catch-
ing zero passes in his
rookie season last year,
and the rest of the receivers
totaling 35 catches com-
bined, look for the Pack to
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scheme Hester out of play with double
teams, which he has never shown an
ability to beat.

Packers Passing Game vs.
Chicago Defense:

The Pack has perhaps the
most explosive passing game in foot-
ball. Aaron Rodgers had a stellar sta-
tistical year in 2008, with 4,000-plus
yards, 28 TDs, and a 63.6 completion
percentage. He figures to improve on
some of the bad decisions he made at
the end of games, when the majority
of his 13 interceptions led to close
losses. His 151.1 quarterback rating
in preseason is an indicator of scary
progress for opponents.

The strength of the Chicago
defense are the linebackers, led by
Brian Urlacher and Lance Briggs.
However, duh Bears have serious
guestions in the defensive backfield,
with a weak unit further hampered by

injuries throughout the preseason,
including safety Danieal Manning and
corners Zack Bowman and Charles
Tillman, their best defensive back. If
the offensive line can protect Rod-
gers, this game may resemble a track
meet for the Pack’s talented receivers
and the emerging tight end Jermi-
chael Finley getting open downfield.

Players to Watch:

Nick Barnett: after season-
ending ACL surgery in November
2008, will he be the same player he
has been? Barnett insists he is ready
to go.

B.J. Raji; the first pick will
work in the rotation at nose tackle and
end. Raji figures to become an im-
pact player in the new 3-4 defense.

Jordi Nelson: has the ability
and speed to emerge as yet another
weapon for Rodgers downfield.

Ryan Grant: spectacular in
2007, solid in 2008, should have lanes
to run with defenses scrambling to
stop the pass.

Matt Forte (Chi): runner
picked up 1,238 yards and 63 catches,
accounting for 35 percent of duh
Bears’ total yards from scrimmage as
a rookie (tops in the NFL).

Prediction:

Green Bay 31, Chicago 16.
The Pack will focus on stopping Forte
and leave the game in the hands of
the pass rush and secondary. The
Pack will have success throwing
downfield, and look for Grant, and
possibly Brandon Jackson, to pop
some long runs later in the second
half.
