It was an ugly, bruising
game which followed suit
with the history of the NFL’s
oldest and greatest rivalry.

pass rush and the secon-
dary. The strategy proved

successful, with the pass
rush consistently hounding
QB Jay Cutler, leading to the

biggest stat of the game:
four interceptions for the
Pack defense!
