
These columns are getting 
increasingly difficult to write.  
The review of the Jackson-
ville game for me brings back 
the same sick feelings I had 
as the clock ran out on the 
Packers’ season on Sunday. 
This frustrating loss was like 
a broken record playing the 
miserable song of the 2008 
season.  Over and over 
again, this team has lost 
leads late in the fourth quar-
ter and been unable to recip-
rocate and answer in the final 
drive. 
The formula for these disap-
pointing outcomes is essen-
tially this:  The offense shows 
unbelievable ineptitude in 
key situations late in the 
game, resulting in settling for 
field goals to briefly take a 
lead where touchdowns 
would put the game away.  
The defense follows with a 
total collapse, creating new 
heroes and players of the 
week for the opponent, and 
the Packers and we fans are 
left scratching our heads 
wondering how the bully 

again took our lunch money. 
Tampa Bay, Tennessee, 
Minnesota, Carolina, Hous-
ton.  Like the Jags fiasco, all 
games where the Pack had 
the lead with less than five 
minutes to play.  All games 
the Pack lost in the end.   
However, this loss was per-
haps more troubling in a 
number of ways.  Despite 
Rodgers’ solid overall num-
bers for the game (20/32, 
278 yards) and for the sea-
son, he was again unable to 
make the connections in the 
most critical times.
